Brief Introduction

 Crowned as “a sea of commodities and a paradise for shoppers”, Yiwu of china boasts an aggregate market floor area of 2.6 million square meters with 53,000 booths and 160,000 persons engaging in business. The market gathers 320,000 varieties of goods of 1,502 categories from 34 trades (notes: there are 500,000 varieties of goods in the world as released by the UN). From 1991, its market turnover has ranked the first among all the large special markets throughout the country for 13 years running. In 2003, the total turnover of Commodities City was 24.83 billion Yuan, which is an 8.4% and 8% increase compared with the previous years respectively. China Commodities City is also the only market awarded the honorary title of “emphasizing quality, keeping faith” by the State Bureau of Quality Supervision and State Administration of Inspection and Quarantine, as well as the only five-star market in Zhejiang province assessed by Zhejinag Administration for Industry and Commerce. 

Binwang Market
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 Opened on 29 November, 1995, Binwang Market is one of the three main markets of China Commodity City. It is located in No 158, Binwang Road, Yiwu City which occupies nearly 209 Mu and 320,000 m2 building area. Binwang Market, consists of five trade districts and one international trade center, has more than 9000 booths, over 20,000 employees and the main business lines cover commodities of 16 different industries including apparel, knitting underwear, neckties, woolen yarn, towels, leather, textiles, lace, beddings, non-staple foods, dried fruits, confection, roasted seeds & nuts, grocery and furniture etc. 

The market has first class hardware facilities and perfect firefighting, water and power supply system. It has set up 3 fire control centers and equipped with over 58(set) firefighting equipments, more than 10,000(set) dry powder extinguishers and other supporting facilities. The firefighting facilities adopt intellectualized fire alarm command control system, intellectualized smoke detection alarm system, auto sprinkler & water curtain system. The power supply facilities adopt dual circuit system and equipped with two 10KV high-voltage Power Distribution Stations and other 75(set) facilities.

District A: the 1st floor is apparel trade district which has 2177 booths and 9600 m2 business area. It mainly deals in the wholesale and retail of apparel. The 2nd floor is high class knitting underwear and beddings trade district which has 1175 booths and 9600 m2 business area. It deals in bras, knitting underwear, wholesale and retail of high class beddings. The 3rd floor is leather garment trade district which has 48 booths and 1008 business area.

District B: the 1st floor is apparel trade district which has 1513 booths and 7024 m2 business area. It mainly deals in the wholesale and retail of trousers & pants and children’s wear. The 2nd floor is trade district for beddings which has 193 booths and 7024 m2 business area. It mainly deals in all sorts of beddings.

District E: it’s a textile trade district deals in fabrics, accessories and decorative fabrics which has 402 booths and a total market area of 6065 m2.

District C: on the 1st floor, there are 670 booths and 6246 m2 business area for non-staple foods and grocery trade. The 2nd floor is towel trade district which has 188 booths and 6246 m2 business area.

District D: there are 834 booths and 6740 m2 business area on the 1st floor for non-staple foods trade. The 2nd floor is necktie market which has 102 booths and 6740 m2 business area.

Phase 1 of International Trade City

Founded in October, 2001, the International Trade City Ⅰ is officially put into operation on 22 October, 2002 which occupies 420 Mu and a building area of 340,000 m2 with a total investment of 700 million. It is divided into five main business areas: subject of the market, manufacturer outlet center, shopping center, warehousing center and catering center. There are more than 9000 booths and over 10500 business entities in total. The 1st floor deals in flowers and toys, the 2nd floor for jewelry, arts & crafts on the 3rd floor, manufacturer outlet center on the 4th floor and sourcing center of foreign trade companies in the east subsidiary building. 

The International Trade City is a commodity trading market integrating modernization, internationalization and informatization. It has realized several transformations since it was put into service: firstly, it has transformed from the traditional trade to modern business mode which is mainly of commodity exhibition, negotiation, order fulfillment and E-commerce. The International Trade City is honored as “Expo that Never Drop the curtain” by foreign customers; secondly, it has realized the transformation that foreign trade exceeds domestic trade, the daily customers reach 40,000 and 5,000 of which are foreign customers, the export rate of commodities is above 60%, more than 95% of the booths accept foreign trade business and the commodities are exported to over 200 countries and regions; thirdly, it has realized the intellectualization of hardware facilities in the market. The whole market has easy accessibility of crowd passage, logistics service and information. It is equipped with 37 elevators and escalators, the automobiles have access from floor 2-4 and over 13,000 broadband interfaces in the market enable every booth to realize online business and consult information on the net.

The International Trade City Ⅰ is an appointed shopping & tourism spot by Zhejiang Tourist Bureau and is titled the first “Five-star Market” of Zhejiang province by Provincial Industrial & Commercial Bureau. In 2005, the market passed the assessment of national AAAA Tourist Attraction.

Phase 2 of International Trade City
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Opened on 22 October, 2004, International Trade City Ⅱ (District F & G) occupies 483 Mu, over 600,000 m2 building area, above 8000 booths and the business entities exceed 10,000. The first floor deals in suitcases & bags, umbrellas and raincoat; the second floor deals in hardware tools & fittings, electrical products, locks and vehicles; the third floor deals in kitchenware & sanitary ware, small home appliances, telecom facilities, electronic instruments & equipments, watches & clocks etc; the fourth floor is manufacturer outlet center and other high-class business area such as HK Hall, Korea Hall, Sichuan Hall etc; on the fifth floor, there is sourcing & service center of foreign trade; on floor 2-3 of the central hall, there are tourism & shopping center and Historical Museum of China Commodity City. There are supporting facilities, including industrial & commercial bureau, tax bureau, local police station, banks, restaurants, logistics, post office, telecom companies and other functional departments and service organizations, in the east subsidiary building. And the market has business building, office building, four-star hotel, east and west square as well as sightseeing bus around the market. In 2005, the International Trade City passed ISO9001 quality management system certification, ISO14001 environmental management system certification and the assessment of national AAAA Tourist Attraction. 

Phase 3 of International Trade City
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The International Trade City Ⅲ(District H) has 460,000 m2 building area, over 6000 standard booths of 14 m2 on floor 1-3, more than 600 booths of 80-100 m2 on floor 4-5 and manufacturer outlet center on the fourth floor. The industries in the market cover cultural products, sports products, cosmetics, eyeglasses, zippers, buttons and apparel accessories etc. 

The market was equipped with central air conditioners, broadband system, Web TV, data center and firefighting & security monitoring center. There are smooth passages for crowd and goods inside the market. Automobiles have access to various floors and many parking lots were built on the ground and roof. It provides a full range of services including modern logistics, E-business, international trade, financial services, accommodation, catering and entertainment etc. Yiwu International Trade City sincerely welcome customers both at home and abroad, manufacturers, foreign trade service agencies to join us and promote mutual development.

Phase 4 of International Trade City
The construction work of International Trade City District Ⅳ was started in October 2007,which covers a construction area of 560 thousand square meters. The operating area is 1.739 million square meters, with over 14000 booths in the market. The project consists of two phases, the first one of which will be completed and put into use in October, 2008.

The layout of the International Trade City District Ⅳ(first stage in phases Ⅲ)has been made out, here lays the Daily Necessities, Knitting& Cotton Articles,(including bra underwear, scarves, gloves, hats and other needle cotton fabrics ),footwear, cable(including the belt),knitwear(hosiery),neckties, towers, wool, lace and other industries. On the second phase of the market are used for the consolidation and adjustment the entire international trade city, industry, the introduction of new industries, reserved for the development room of the International Space Museum.
